If eligible, complete the application, attach the required veteran's Certificate of Release or
Discharge From Active Duty (Form DD-214) or other government document showing time
served on active military duty and submit your application to your counselor at registration
upon arrival at Catawba College for the Boys State Program on June 22, 2008.
Applications will not be accepted before Boys State registration or after Boys State
registration, June 22, 2008. Please DO NOT mail your Samsung application with

vour Boys State application.
